PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 

 

in Teaching Awards (NEiTA) provides a rare opportu-
nity to publicly recognise and encourage outstanding 
teachers, directors and principals. Our school has 
been invited to submit nominations for the NEiTA 2009 
ASG Inspirational Teaching Awards program. It is the 
only national awards program where school communi-
ties ï school councils, parent associations, individual 
parents and community organisations can nominate 
members of the teaching profession who contribute 
excellence. Nominated teachers receive a congratula-
tory NEiTA Certificate of Nomination and become can-
didates for State and National Awards. Nomination 
forms are available from the school office or can be 
down loade d  o r  com p le ted  on l ine  a t :
