EDUCATION MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE

To be eligible to claim the second instalment of this
allowance you must have a card current on 13™ July
2009. Parents with continuing eligibility, who have
been paid the first instalment for 2009 through this
school will not be required to complete a new applica-
tion for the second instalment. Parents who have
transferred children to Greythorn Primary after
28™ February 2009 and prior to or on 1st August
2009, must reapply for the second instalment. New
applications for the second instalment must be com-
pleted by Friday 31° July 2009.

To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:

1 be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secon-
dary school student up to the age of sixteen

fbe an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension,
allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State
Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI)
pensioner or be a foster parent.

Consequently parents/guardians are able to access
the EMA if they have a valid Health Care Card or valid
Pension Card.

PROCEDURE FOR ADMINISTERING MEDICATION
