PRINCIPAL'S REPORT

Welcome back for Term 4! A special welcome to a
number of new families who have joined our school
community this week. We sincerely hope that you en-
joy your time at Greythorn Primary School. Welcome
also to a number of student teachers from Melbourne
University who will be spending time with us in the
coming weeks.

The front of the school (along Reading Avenue) is un-
dergoing a facelift courtesy of funding from the Na-
tional Schools Pride Program. Very soon this will be
transformed into a ‘passive play’ area with natural turf,
landscaped gardens and a shade shelter. Under-
ground irrigation is also being installed, linked to two
fifty thousand litre tanks to assist in keeping the water
flowing to this area. Work on the ‘multi-purpose sports
centre’ has slowed somewhat due to some technical
aspects of this project requiring further investigation. It

is hoped that these issues will be resolved this week
to allow the project to get back on schedule.

In the final week of Term Three many of our students
took part in the District Athletics Carnival. This was a
most successful day with all of our students perform-
ing to their absolute best. Our team was rewarded at
the end of the day when Greythorn was announced in
first place overall — winning the inaugural North Bal-
wyn District Schools Athletic Shield. Congratulations
to all competitors on a fantastic performance and
many thanks to staff members who have assisted with
training and preparing our students for their events.
Nineteen students will take place in the Zone Athletic
Sports being conducted today. A full report will appear
in next week’s Newsletter.

20" October. Students have been hard at work pre-
