Many thanks to Jacqui Hossack and her organis-
ing committee for once again arranging this most 
popular event. 
 

It is at this time of the year that along with specific 
planning for next year we also consider our budgets 
for 2010. Throughout the year our performance 
against the 2009 budget has been monitored closely 
by the Finance Committee and School Council. In un-
dertaking a review of this yearôs budget it is clear that 
in general most aspects of our óbalance sheetô are in a 
healthy state.
